Thank you for your grant in the amount of $1,000.00 for our organization to provide free lessons to individuals with physical, emotional and mental disabilities.  In 2010, we evenly distributed this grant money between three (3) families.  The three children were ages 11, 10, and 7.  All three of these individuals were diagnosed in the autism spectrum.  This grant money was distributed based on need and was distributed in a first-come, first-serve basis.  The actual cost did exceed the grant amount.  These individuals showed improvement in their balance, communication and confidence.  

Two of these individuals participated for 31 weeks ($930.00 in assistance) and one participated for 2 weeks ($70 in assistance).  All three individuals showed a fifty percent (50%) improvement in balance and core muscle strength.  One individuals showed a twenty-five percent (25%) improvement in confidence.  The other two riders showed a seventy-five percent (75%) improvement in confidence.  One rider showed a large improvement in communication skills/desire to communicate.  All three individuals were working toward independent riding.  All three riders are returning for the 2011 program riding season.
